Dennis opened the meeting.  Introductions were made and proof of due notice was provided.

The minutes from the December 3, 2009, Community Center general meeting were approved by all members present.

Treasurer’s Report

Don Allen presented a summary of the Steering Committee’s actions during the past 6 months.  Don is the newest member of the committee and has replaced Carson Coryell.   Don gave a little background on himself.   Don talked about the revenue and expenses and compared them to the budget for last 6 months.  

 Steering Committee Report

Wayne Finney presented a summary of the Committee’s actions during the past 6 months.  He reported that they did a rewrite of the CC&Rs and the By-Laws this year.  Infrastructure will need repairs in the future.  Jill Southerland is the chairman of that subcommittee.  The website has a wealth of information on it, and things are posted on the new bulletin board in the Community Center.   They expect things to look pretty much the same in December as they do now.  Wayne said that the Mission Statement is about developing a sense of community.  

Social Committee Report

Cindy reported that they had a Valentine’s Day Party, a Memorial Day Party and First Thursday Gathering.  Upcoming events:  Champagne Brunch on July 4th,  Dance Around the Pool Party, Fright Fest Party, and a catered Christmas Party.  They are looking for someone to plan some Lunch Bunch get-togethers.  She passed around a sign-up sheet for people to volunteer for things.  

Infrastructure Committee

Jill Southerland reported on the workings of the committee.  Wayne, Dennis and Jill are on the committee presently.  First objective is irrigation.  Community Center  maintenance – a reserve study will be started to tie the assets to the reserve account.  Weed management and street maintenance committees will be formed.   If anyone has experience in reserve studies, please get a hold of a committee member.

Organizational Committee

Tim McKenna reported on the committee’s activities and mission.  They held a planning session where they developed a mission statement.   Committee members are Tim McKenna, Rick LaPiana, Jill Southerland and Cathy Beckley.  TheCC&Rs/By-Laws violation process was explained.   A new CC&Rs Enforcement Committee has been formed.   Stronger access rules for use of amenities have been established.   Definitions of guests and owner’s guests and family member were explained.   A new card key system may be installed.  The committee is looking into that now.  Pool rule changes were explained.   www.MissionBayHOA.com is the website where all this information is posted.  Tim stressed that members stay current with what’s on the website.
Ron  asked that rental home owners remember to have their renters informed of and abide by the CC&Rs.  They are responsible for their renters actions.  Rob suggested that a dispenser bag be located at the beach for people to pick up after their pets which would help keep that area clean.  
Anka asked if anyone has taken pictures of community property for insurance/fire purposes.  She suggested people should lose voting rights if they are in arrears with their dues, and she asked that it be so stated in the By-laws. Rick explained that Montana Law will not allow people to lose their voting rights because they are land owners.  Dennis explained that it is not against the law but could get challenged legally.  

CC&R Committee

 There are five members  on the committee with only one board member.  

Financials

Dennis reported that people were against putting the financials on the website.  Dennis asked for a show of hands, and a majority were in favor of putting them on with password protection.  

New Business

Monty asked if we could set it up for people who live out of town to attend via web meetings.  Dennis said that we do not have the ability now, but will look into it in the future.  There would be a cost to do this.  

Dennis asked everyone to please sign up for electronic mail communication.

Committee Reports:

Treasurer’s Report

Don Allen explained the financials including the Cash Summary and Budget Expenses.

By-Laws

Two-thirds of the members need to approve any By-Law changes.   The Board met and approved the new CC&Rs.  Dennis went over the By-Law changes.  The last update was done in 1999.  Most of this year’s changes are corrections to be current with the details that have changed.   A major change is to allow electronic notification of meetings.  The hours of meetings were changed from 4 p.m. to 2 p.m.   The Association changed from a fiscal year to a calendar year accounting method.  Members present voted to approve the By-Law changes.

CC&Rs

Rick LaPiana explained the Covenant changes.  The committee checked to see if they were legal and enforceable.  The enforcement policy goes into effect July 1, 2010.  

Laura Hone asked for clarification on ownership of the City Park with swings next to Crescent Landing.  Dennis explained that it was given back to Mission Bay, but the City is still paying for the water.
